The calls of luxury have excited a variety

of inventions to take these creatures; some

times, when coupled together, by throwing a

noose round their feet or neck: sometimes by

striking them with a harpoon; and sometimes

by diving underneath them, and seizing them

by the tail when asleep on the surface of the

water, having a boat ready to receive them,
