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THE NPOTTED CUCKOO.

THE body of this bird is, on the top, of a
shining brown colour, dotted with red; on
the under part it is a dirty white. Its tail,
which is sloping, has the upper covert fea-
thers very long; the beak is black, and the
feet, which are long, are brown.

Some naturalists suppose that this bird is a
native of Cayenne; but Sonnini doubts it
very much, for he never met with any of the
species at- Guiana, nor observed any in the
various birds which have been sent from
hence.
