S U P P L E M E N T.

Mr. BRUCE has informed me that he saw

a caracal in Nubia, which differed from thg

one of barbary, just described; his face was

more round, his ears black on the outside, in-,

termixed with white hairs, and on the breast,

belly, and inside of the thighs he had yellow

spots. But this is a mere variety, of which

there are several; for instance, in Lybia there

is a caracal with white ears, and a 'white tail

with four black rings at the end, and which

is not bigger than a domestic cat; and if

this were to establish a difference we might

say there are two species of caracals in Bar

bary, the one large, with black ears and long

tufts, and the other smaller, with white eairs

and short tufts.
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
